There is now a large community of Bangladeshis living in Britain, who mostly
migrated from Sylhet. Bengalis started to come to this country in the nineteenth
century. At that time, they used to come not to settle in this country, but to pursue
higher education. However, it was after the Second World War that thousands
of Bengalis came with the sole intention of settling in this country, and thereby
changing their fortune.
