The test will last approximately 15 minutes and will consist of a stimulus card (5 minutes), and a
conversation based on the two Cultural Topics studied by the candidate (10 minutes).
Candidates will be expected to choose one of the two opinions on their chosen stimulus card and
outline their point of view to you for approximately one minute. They must then defend and justify
this opinion.

Candidates must not use a dictionary.
