A survey carried out recently has highlighted the need to raise awareness of the links between salt,
high blood pressure and strokes amongst South Asian communities. The survey questioned over 300
Britons of South Asian origin and found that only six percent knew the maximum recommended salt
intake was 6 grams a day.

Most South Asians see salt as an important part of their diet and it features prominently in traditional
dishes. However, they are also more likely to prepare their food using fresh ingredients rather than
buy pre-packaged goods. They could, therefore, easily reduce their salt intake to the recommended
level. It is hoped that many Asian families will be able to benefit from the information in the report.
