Devido a isso os governos tiveram muitos problemas em encontrar uma lingua nacional
que satisfizesse a nossa nova nacdo. Por isso a maior parte dos estados africanos
decidiram manter como lingua oficial a lingua da sua poténcia colonizadora. Por
exemplo Angola e Mogambique foi escolhido o portugués. Apesar desta ndo ser a
lingua materna, tem a vantagem de ser neutra.

No entanto no nossso pais quando ha 25 anos comegou a emergir da sua fase colonial
jatinhauma identidade nacional. O pais ja tinha 15 linguas a maioria delas puramente
timorense, tendo-se ramificado algumas delas em dialectos locais. Mas grande parte
do territério estava unificado pelo uso do tétum e as pessoas que tinham ido a escola
falavam o portugués.

Para resolver este problema tdo complicado da escolha da lingua oficial, o portugués
foi escolhido uma vez que Portugal colonizou Timor Leste por mais de 500 anos.
