Meio ambiente: A poluicão do ar e da água em Portugal

A poluição do ar e da água são graves problemas do meio 
ambiente principalmente nos centros urbanos portugueses. 
Poluentes industriais incluem óxido de nitrato, dióxido 
sulfúrico e emissões carbónicas. Em 1996, emissões industriais 
de dióxido de carbono totalizaram 47milhões de toneladas. 
O fornecimento de água no país, sobretudo nas áreas 
costeiras, está ameaçado pelos poluentes das indústrias de 
óleo e celulose. Portugal produz 37 quilómetros cúbicos de 
água reciclada, dos quais 53% são usados na agricultura e 
40% em actividades industriais.

Na totalidade, as cidades do país produzem uma média de 
2.6 milhões de resíduos sólidos urbanos. A fauna e agricultura 
estão ameaçadas pela erosão e desertifi cacão do solo.

O Ministério da Qualidade de Vida e a Secretaria de 
Estado do Meio Ambiente são as principais organizações 
ambientais em Portugal. A legislação básica do meio 
ambiente data de 1976. Em Portugal, em 2001, 13 espécies 
de animais mamíferos e 7 espécies de aves encontravam-
se em vias de extinção, assim como 186 espécies de 
plantas. O lince espanhol, a foca mediterrânica e a águia 
imperial eram animais em vias de extinção em Portugal. Nos 
Açores, o pisco-chilreiro de São Miguel e três espécies de 
tartarugas encontravam-se também em vias de extinção, 
enquanto que na Madeira a foca mediterrânica também 
se encontrava em vias de extinção.

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Biodiversidade: As cidades, os recursos naturais e o habitat 

Há cerca de 200 anos atrás, Londres era a única cidade do 
mundo com mais de 1 milhão de habitantes. Hoje em dia, 
há mais de 400 cidades pelo menos com esse número de 
habitantes.

A mudança climatérica é um dos principais factores 
responsáveis pelo desaparecimento de biodiversidade na 
Terra, dizem os cientistas especialisados nesse campo. A 
mudança de temperaturas médias a longo prazo pode alterar 
dramaticamente os habitats que protegem a vida animal e 
vegetal.

Todos os anos cerca de 10 milhões de hectares da fl oresta 
mundial desaparecem por causa do desenvolvimento 
económico insustentável. Uma grande parte das fl orestas 
mundiais encontram-se nas regiões tropicais, onde a 
biodiversidade prospera em abundância.

Cientistas dizem que as espécies de animais e plantas estão 
a desaparecer entre 100 a 1000 vezes mais rapidamente do 
que o grau normal de extinção.

Especialistas na matéria dizem que o aumento contínuo na 
população urbana pode levar a uma perda enorme de 
biodiversidade.

No entanto, o Brasil, tomou a liderança no establecimento de 
novos estilos de planeamento urbano .

A sua “cidade verde”, Curitiba, com uma população de 
1.8 milhões de habitantes consome menos 23 por cento de 
petróleo per capita do que a média brasileira. A cidade tem 
16 parques, 14 fl orestas, e para cima de 1000 áreas verdes 
repartidas pelos seus habitantes.

O arquitecto de Curitiba, Paulo Jobim, acredita que “ as 
cidades não são o problema, elas são a solução”. Este 
profi ssional tem estado envolvido no planeamento ecológico e 
paisagístico das cidades. “As cidades derterminarão o destino 
da restante biodiversidade do nosso planeta”, diz ele. “A luta 
pela vida será ganha ou perdida na cidade.”

Caminhe ao longo da mais velha região de vinho do mundo. Fundada pelo Marquês 
de Pombal, a região do vinho do Porto não é só sobre vinicultores, mas também sobre: 
gastronomia, cultura, história, paisagem e povo. 

Situada na base das montanhas de Montemuro e logo acima do rio Douro, a cidade de 
Cinfães é rodeada por uma paisagem verdejante e é o centro agrícola da região, produzindo 
principalmente milho, vinho e laranjas.

A gastronomia da região inclui pratos típicos tais como a “sopa seca à moda do Minho” 
(“sopa seca” com pão de centeio, galinha, carne de vaca, fi ambre, salsichas e couves) 
e “esparragado de feijão verde” (uma espécie de puré de feijão verde, temperado com 
vinagre).

O homem da Pré-historia viveu aqui em Cinfães; há vestígios arqueológicos da sua 
existência.

A agricultura é a sua fonte principal de receita: vinho espumante, milho e fruta. A cozinha 
local é variada e o artesanato tal como cestos, tamancas e chapéus de palha ainda são 
usados no dia a dia.
